ble.  Recommended sections within the notebook should include Treasurer’s reports, agendas, 
minutes, correspondence and extra pens and paper.  A roll of those attending each meeting 
should also  be included.     Officers should receive reminders of meeting dates by either 

emails, mailed post cards or a notice in your church bulletin.  The minutes should include the 
following:

Taped video greetings came from women in Sierra Leone, Honduras, Costa 
Rica, Russia and El Salvador.

     As we left the Assembly to return home, we agreed we had received a 
combination of the practical, spiritual and inspirational to carry with us.
